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Sub: Guidelines for disposal of electronic waste like computers, printers, films,
manual tickets, damaged tickets and counterfoils reg.

Based on the recommendations made in the 164t meeting of Directors’
Committee of NCSM held on 5th April, 2022, it has been suggested that for
disposal of electronic waste like computers, printers, films, manual tickets,
damaged tickets and counterfoils etc., tender may be floated through Central
Public Procurement (CPP) Portal inviting the quotes from the recognized

* vendors/organizations, who have obtained license for disposal of such waste by

State/Central Pollution Board and order may be placed with “H1” bidder.
Similarly, for small quantity, disposal may be undertaken through the agencies
who have been licensed by State/Central Pollution Board by following “H1” method
of selection.
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
